






ELECTRONIC DEVICES
Because the school is a place of education, we need to put parameters in place regarding electronic devices so 
there are no doubts about their use at school.

Students may use their cell phone outside of the school building before school, at lunch 
time, and after school. Students are NOT permitted to use their cell phone (including text 
messaging) during instructional time, in or out of classrooms, including hallways and wash-
rooms.

MP3 players, iPods, etc. can be brought to school however stu-
dents are not permitted to use them in classrooms during instruc-
tional time. 

Inappropriate use of any of these electronic devices may result 
in confiscation of the device for a period of time, and/or a parent 
meeting.

While we can’t prevent you from bringing these items to school, we suggest that you think 
twice about it as these devices are easily misplaced and the school cannot be held respon-
sible for their loss or replacement.
